Step 1. ASSEMBLE BRACKET TO SWEEPER HOUSING

1a) Assemble the angle bracket (10)to the
sweeper housing using a M8x16 hex bolt (9) and
a M8 hex lock nut (29).

IMPORTANT: Make sure the bracket is turned as
shown and aligned straight with the housing and
then tighten.

1b) Cut off the plastic tie that holds the height
adjustment tube (25) in place

Step 2. ASSEMBLE L/R TUBE HITCH

2a) Assemble the R.H. Hitch Tube (33) to the
sweeper housing using M6x35 Hex Bolt (65) and
M6 Lock Nut (16).

Do not tighten yet. Repeat for the L.H. hitch tube
(2).

Step 3. JOIN HITCH TUBES

3a) Fasten the hitch tubes together using two
M8x65 Hex Bolts (62) and M8 Lock Nuts (29). Do
not tighten yet.

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Step 4. ASSEMBLE & ATTACH HITCH BRACKETS

NOTE: If your tractor hitch has a ground
clearance between 11 in. and 13 in., see
illustration A. If your tractor hitch ground clearance
is between 8 in. and 11 in., see illustration B.

4a) Assemble the hitch brackets (34) and (35) to
the hitch tubes using two M8x50 hex bolts (63)
and M8 hex lock nuts (29). The bolts should
straddle the front hitch tube bolt. Do not tighten
yet.

4b) Tighten the four bolts fastening the hitch
tubes to the sweeper housing installed in Step 2.

4c) Tighten the two
bolts fastening the ends of the hitch tubes
together installed in Step 3.

Tighten the two bolts fastening the hitch
brackets to the hitch tubes installed in Step 4a.

4d) Assemble the hitch pin (72), three spacers
(73) and the hair cotter pin (74) to the hitch
brackets.

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Step 5. ATTACH HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT HANDLE

5a) Attach the height adjustment handle (17) to
the height adjustment tube (25) as shown. Use
two M8x40 hex bolts (13) and M8 lock nuts (29).
Do not tighten yet.

5b) Attach the height adjustment grip (15) onto the
height adjustment handle (17).

Step 6. ATTACH ADJUSTMENT HANDLE
] STRAP

6a) Insert a M8 x16 hex bolt (9) through the angle
bracket (10). Assemble onto the bolt (in order) the
spacer bushing (66), the height adjustment strap
(32), a I8 big flat washer (69) and a M8 hex lock
nut (29), then tighten.

CONNECT ADJUSTMENT STRAP
Step 7. TO HANDLE

7a) Position the height adjustment (17) handle
side to side so that the star washer (28) can fit
between the handle and the height adjustment
strap (32). Tighten the nuts securing the height
adjustment handle, installed in Step 5a.

NOTE: Star Washer must be inserted between
the height adjustment handles and height
adjustment strap in order to properly operate the
sweeper height adjustment feature.

7b) Insert the M8x30 carriage bolt (18) through
the height adjustment handle (17). Assemble onto
the bolt, in order, the height adjustment strap, star
washer (28), a big flat washer (69) and the wing
knob (27).

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Step 8. ASSEMBLE HAMPER

4a) Turn rear hamper frame tube (3) so that the
brace holes in the middle of the tube face down.
Slide the tube through the two loops sewn into the
top rear seam inside the hamper bag.

Step 9. ATTACH UPPER HAMPER TUBES
- TO REAR HAMPER TUBE

9a) Insert the left upper hamper frame tube (8)
and the right upper hamper frame tube (14)
through the stitched flaps on each side of the
hamper bag.

9b) Attach the ends of the rear hamper

tube (3) onto the ends of the upper hamper
frames tubes using 1/4” x 1-1/4” Hex bolt and lock
nut combination (47) and tighten.

Step 10. ATTACH LOWER HAMPER TUBES
- TO REAR HAMPER TUBE

10a) Turn the second rear hamper tube (3) so
that the brace holes in the middle of the tube face

up.

10b) Assemble the ends of the rear hamper tube
onto the ends of the left lower hamper frame tube
(7) and right lower hamper frame tube (12).
Fasten together using 1/4” x 1-1/4” Hex bolt and
lock nut combination (47) and tighten.

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Step 11. ) ATTACH HAMPER FRAME TO BAG

11a) Place the assembled lower hamper tubes,
in to the bottom of the hamper bag.

11b) Attach the end of the RH lower hamper
frame tube (12) to the outboard side of the RH
upper frame tube (14) using a clevis pin (49)
inserted from the inside and secure in place with a
hair cotter pin (74), as shown.

11c) Repeat for LH side.

Step 12. ATTACH HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT HANDLE

12a) Insert the bag frame strap (4) in to the
stitched sleeve along the front edge of the bag
bottom.

12b) Attach the bag frame strap (4) to the lower
hamper side tubes using two clevis pins (76) and
two hair @2 cotter pins (75).

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Step 13. SECURE BAG TO HAMPER FRAME

13a) Secure the bag corners around the lower
hamper frame tubes by snapping the bag flaps to
the bag bottom on both sides

Step 14. INSERT HAMPER SUPPORT RODS

IMPORTANT: Do not over bend the support rods
during this step. Over bending will cause the steel
rods to lose supporting tension.

14a) Tip the hamper onto it's back and insert the
two hamper support rods (5). Place the ends the
hamper support rods in to the two holes locate in
the center of the upper and lower rear hamper
tubes (3). Bend the rods just enough to fit into the
holes in the tubes.

Step 15. INSERT HOLES IN STITCHED FLAPS

15a) Feel along the stitched flap on the hamper
bag to locate the lower hole in each upper hamper
frame tube. Place a hole through both sides of the
stitched flaps in alignment with the lower hole.

16a) Insert a clevis pin (49) through the lower
hole in each upper hamper frame tube.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Sweeper does not pick up:

1. The adjustment lever is set too low. A sweeper is not a dethatcher and
cannot pull thatch, embedded needles or leaves from deep in the
grass. The adjustment height should be set to the height of the mower
deck blades.

2. The adjustment lever is set too high. Lower the adjustment lever.

3. There is a problem with the drive system. See the "Sweeper Wheels"
section.

Grass goes over the top of the Hamper:

1. Forward speed is too fast. Slow the towing vehicle down. Best speed is
3 mph or less. (3 mph = 40 feet in 9 seconds).

2. Wind screen can be used to break wind coming over the top of the
hamper. Slower forward speeds must be used when using the wind
screen.

Sweeper Wheels....Not moving... Skip...Lock-up:

1. The brush is not turning or stops turning. The adjustment lever is set too
low. Measure the cut height of the mower. Set the brush height to sweep
the same as the cut height.

Hamper drags the ground:

1. The tow bars are not horizontal to the ground when attached to the tow
vehicle Remove the clevis and reinstall in a different set of holes. The
clevis can be turned over to get additional adjustment. See Step 4 on
attaching the hitch brackets

SERVICE

Do not allow material to remain in the hamper for extended periods of
time. Clean the hamper using a water hose and allow to dry prior to
storage.

Check all moving parts for wear and freedom of movement.

Routine lubrication of the pinion and dowel pin is required. We
recommend in the fall before storage as a minimum. Remove, clean
and lubricate the dowel pin (56) inside the drive pinions (23 & 57) with a
light oil such as WD40, 3 in1, or similar. Do not use motor oil or grease.
Check the drive pinions for wear. These are considered normal wear
parts. Contact our Customer Service Department to purchase
replacement drive pinions, see parts reference.

Lubricate the wheels annually with multipurpose grease.

Check all fasteners for tightness.

Inspect for rust on painted surfaces. Sand lightly and touch up
damaged areas with enamel paint.
