1. Flip unit upside down as shown. Attach
the Tow Bar to the center hole on the
Cross Brace using a 1/4” x 1-1/2" Hex
Head Bolt and a 1/4” Nylock Nut. See
Figure 1.

2. Attach the two Support Brackets to
the Wrap Around Support using 1/4” x
1—1/2" Hex Head Bolts and 1/4" Lock
Nuts. Attach the other end of the two
Support Brackets to the Tow Bar using
a 1/4" x 2" Hex Head Bolt and 1/4” Ny-
lock Nut. See Figure 2. Flip unit right
side up.

OPEN—Push the Control Lever forward until it
stops against Calibration Button.

OFF—Pull Control Lever back until it stops.
Broadcast Spreader Operation

1. Always have the control lever in OFF position
before filling the hopper.

2. Always push the spreader forward to operate:
do not operate in reverse.

3. Start moving forward before pushing the
control lever to the ON position. Pull the
control  lever to OFF position before stopping

or turning.

4. Push the spreader at a steady pace.

5. To avoid misses or striping, space each pass
across the lawn so approximately 20% of the
spread with overlaps onto the previous pass.
This provides a “feathered” overlap to even out
distribution over the width of the spread.

DO NOT allow spreader to sit stationary with
material in the hopper and control lever in the
ON position

CAUTION: Care must be taken with any weed
killer, pesticide, or combination product. They
can be harmful to other plant life in the yard.

Maximum operating weight—130 Ibs.

Maintenance Instructions

1. Empty hopper after each use. Do not store
spreader with material left in hopper.

2. Wash spreader thoroughly and wipe dry.

3. Lubricate all moving parts. Use a grease gun to
apply grease to the gearbox assembly. CAU-
TION: Use a reasonable amount of grease.
DO NOT pack gearbox full of grease. Apply
oil to spinner shaft (including area shaft that
extends through hopper)., slide plate and where
the spinner shaft and axle extend through the
gearbox.

Storage
1. Rinse inside of hopper and exterior of spreader.

2. Store in a clean, dry area.



Calculating Your Flow Setting

To calculate how many pounds of material to spread

per 1000 square feet of lawn. Follow these steps.

1.

Read on your material bag how many square feet
of area the contents of the bag will cover and how

many pounds the bag weighs.
Example: You have purchased a bag of fertilizer

that states that it will cover 5,000 square feet, and

weighs 16.0 pounds.

To calculate coverage divide bag weight by
suggested coverage to obtain pounds per square
foot that is needed to be applied.

Example: 16.0 Ibs. - 5,000 sq. ft. = .0032 Ibs./sq.

ft.

To calculate how much you need for 1000 sq. ft.
multiply the pounds per square foot obtained

above by 1000.

Example: .0032 Ibs/sq. ft. x 1000 = 3.2 Ibs./1000

sq. ft.

Refer to standard settings table and locate the
appropriate settings number.

Example: 3.2 Ibs./1000 sq. ftis closest to a 3
Ibs./1000 sq. ft so the spreader setting is a 2.5.

On the bag of fertilizer there should be a
chart that gives the recommended settings for
that particular bag. Because different manufac-
tures of fertilizer make the granules different
sizes it is impossible for spreader manufactures
to give guidelines for all of the different fertiliz-
ers. In addition to this walking speed and ter-
rain, may vary, therefore settings may need to
be adjusted. Because of these conditions,
Groundworks makes no warranty as to the uni-
formity of coverage actually obtained from any
of these calculations.

3. Attach the Tab to the bottom of the Adj. Handle using a
1/4"x .75" Hex Head Bolt, two 1/4” Washers and a 1/4” Nylock
Nut. Attach the Adj Handle to the Number Pad using a 1/4”
X .75" Hex Head Bolt, two 1/4” Washers and 1/4” Nylock Nut.
Insert Thumb Screw and 1/4” Washer into slide on Number
Pad and secure with Wing Nut. See Figure 3.

4. Gently tap Tube Plug into top of T-Handle. Attach the Number
Pad to the top of the T-Handle using 1/4” x 1.5” Hex Head Bolts
and 1/4" Nylock Nuts. Slide Grip onto Adj. Handle. See Figure 4.

5. Attach the T-Handle to the top of the Tow Bar, using two
1/4” x 1.75" Hex Head Bolts and 1/4” Nylock Nuts.
See Figure 5.

6. Thread a 1/4” nut onto Upper Rod then insert the Upper Rod
through hole in Tab. Secure with a 1/4” nut. See Figure 6A. Re-
move the tape from the slide plate at the bottom of the hopper.
Insert other end of Upper Rod through hole in Slide Plate and
secure with a 1/4” Nylock Nut. See Figure 6B.

7. Loosen and tighten the 1/4” Hex Head Nut onto the Control Rod till the Control Rod and the Tab
gets aligned and secure it. Slide the Slide Plate along the Control Rod until the flow plate in the bot-
tom of the hopper is open half way, adjust the 1/4 Nylock Nut which secures the slide plate and
control rod if required. See figure 6 for Slide Plate position. Make sure the slide plate will open and
close all the way. Readjust if necessary. See Figure 7.

8. Gently tap Tube Plugs into end of Tow Bar. Attach the two Clevis Plates to the top and bottom of
the Tow Bar, using two 1/4” x 1-3/4” Hex Head Bolts and two 1/4” Nylock Nuts. Insert the 1/2" x
1—3/4" Clevis Pin through holes in Clevis Plates. Secure this with a # 14 Hitch Pin Clip. See Figure
8.

Applying Product

1. Set Flow Rate

e Calculate or find the rate setting for the
product being spread. See the calculation
chart on the next page.

o Slide the Control handle to the calculated flow
rate and set the Indicator using Wing nut.
2. Fill the Hopper
e With the spreader control lever in the off

position, fill the spreader over a patch of bare
ground or sidewalk/driveway.

e DO NOT fill the spreader on the lawn. Sweep
up any spilled product.

3. Apply

e While unit is in motion at approximately 3
miles per hour, push spreader control lever up
to calibration indicator button to release
product.

o For rectangular lawns, apply two header strips at
each end of the lawn and then go back and forth
between the header strips. Close spreader at the end
of each pass and reopen at the start of next pass.

« For irregular-shaped lawns, apply one header strip
around the entire lawn, and then go back and forth.

e To avoid streaks or misses, slightly overlap each strip
over the edge of the previous strip.

e Use the settings under “Standard Settings” Section for
most applications by figuring Ibs. per 1000 square
feet.

e These numbers are for a one pass application.

e A two pass application is recommended, using a
crisscross pattern. If using this method, us half the
setting number given.

o If you think too much is being applied, cut down your
setting. The solution for too much fertilizer is water.

e Close Spreader at the end of each pass. Open again
at the start of your next pass.
